SUMMER LANGUAGE SCHOOLS 

The Polish Ministry of Education invites applications for the paid posts of English Language Instructors 
in summer language "camps", held in education/leisure centres in Poland. Placements are for four weeks 
during July and August. 
Applicants of all ages from 16+ are welcome (16 – 17 year-olds require parents' permission), as are 
parents with teenage children. 
The pupils are groups of 8-10 Polish grammar school teenagers of roughly the same age and ability. 
Payment is subject to qualifications and experience. 
Other benefits include free accommodation and food, free sporting and leisure activities, plus, after three 
weeks of teaching, a 'grand tour' of Poland (visiting Warsaw, Krakow, Auschwitz, the Tatra Mountains, 
etc.) – all expenses paid by the Polish host. 
 

FULL TIME TEACHING APPOINTMENTS 
For qualified teachers, practising or retired; from September to June. Positions are also available for 
teaching assistants, aged 18+, no experience necessary. Benefits include excellent pay, free medical 
service, insurance, etc., and free accommodation and heating. 
 

FAMILY/GROUP PLACEMENTS (PAID/VOLUNTARY) 
These are organised by colleges, schools, student groups and families, who provide full hospitality and 
holiday entertainment.
